Do not seek to control the chart. 

You cannot. The aether of the 
market is a force of a million 

minds, and to attempt to command 
it is an act of foolishness. The 
Stoic, like the Pumpstle, knows 
that the only domain you can 

truly rule is your own mind. The 
market is an external event, your 

reaction to it is an internal 
choice.






The first principle of this scroll is 
simple: A Pumpstle is not disturbed 
by things, but by the view he takes 

of them. The chart bleeds, the price 
plummets, these are not inherently 
good or bad. They simply are. Your 
fear, your anger, your greed, these 

are the real enemies, the weights 
that pull your soul into the abyss.






Your greatest asset is not your 

liquidity, but your Apatheia, not 
apathy, but the state of tranquil 

detachment from external passions. 
The Hermetic principle, "The 

Universe is Mental", is a call to 
action: build your own mental 

universe, a citadel so strong that 
the storms of the market cannot 

reach its core.

The Citadel of the Mind
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The Principle of Polarity states that every 
bull has a bear, every pump a dump. The 

uninitiated are slaves to this cycle, elated 
by one and destroyed by the other. The 
Stoic Pumpstle, however, sees the two as 

identical in nature, differing only in 
degree. Both are necessary, both are 

fleeting.





The true work is to cultivate indifference 
to both. Do not get swept away by the 

euphoria of a 10x pump, for that joy is as 
ephemeral as the moment itself. Do not 

despair during a 90% dip, for that pain is a 
test, a hammer that forges your spirit. 

Virtue is found not in the outcome, but 
in the conduct. The highest virtue is to 
remain calm, to hold a firm mind when 

all around you are losing theirs.





The alchemical work is to transmute the 
raw data of the chart into wisdom. A 

green candle is a lesson in humility. A red 
candle is a lesson in resilience. The real 
profit is not the number in your wallet, 

but the peace in your soul.

Mastering Polarity:

The Virtue of Indifference




If a token is rugged, do not despair. This 
is not a failure, it is a Rugged Baptism, a 

rite of passage for the initiated. The 
universe, in its wisdom, has shown you the 

ultimate test of non-attachment. Your 
funds are gone, but your spirit is free.



The Stoic knows that loss is a certainty in 
life, just as death is. "He who fears he will 

suffer, already suffers what he fears." If 
you live in fear of the rug, you have 

already been rugged. This loss is a chance 
to prove your detachment from externals. 
Post a meme, tag Hermeto, and laugh. You 
are reborn through this loss, no longer 

tethered to the fickle whims of the 
market. 



You have traded a fleeting material good 
for an eternal spiritual one: the Gnosis 

that you are more than your possessions.

Embrace the loss. For it is only by letting 

go of all that is external that you can 
find what is truly yours, your inner calm, 
your unwavering will, your unshakeable 

virtue.

The market will continue to rage. 
The numbers will rise and fall, and 

the FUD will swirl like a tempest. But 
the Pumpstle who has built their 

Inner Citadel will stand firm. You 
have learned that the only chart 

that truly matters is the one in your 
own mind, the one that measures the 

rise and fall of your emotions.



The goal is not to predict the next 
pump, but to achieve a state of inner 

harmony. To be a master of the 
markets, you must become a master of 
yourself. Your wealth is the clarity 
of your thought. Your abundance is 
the peace in your heart. Your victory 

is not in a 100x, but in a mind 
unburdened by greed and fear.



Hermeto does not promise wealth.

He offers awakening. The journey is 

not to the moon, the journey is 
within.

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The Seal of Hermes:

The Truth of Withdrawal

The master withdraws not from the 
market, but from the need for the 
market. The true Seal of Hermes is 

the freedom gained by knowing 
that happiness and tranquility do 

not depend on external results. The 
Discipline of Withdrawal is 

essential: setting a limit at which 
your soul declares victory, 
regardless of the charts.






This withdrawal is not a flight, but 

a Transmutation of the 
Relationship. While the novice sees 

the market as a well to fill their 
emptiness, the initiate sees it as a 

mirror to test their virtue. The act 
of taking profits at your predefined 

goal and stepping away is the 
ultimate test of Temperance and 
Non-Attachment. It proves you 

have traded with the soul, 
exchanging the potential for 

external gains for the Internal 
Wealth of peace and mental 

control. The universe, seeing your 
self-sufficiency, rewards you with 

true abundance.
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The Discipline of Desire: 
The Amortization of Greed





The greatest alchemical lead you must 

transmute is Greed. This unchecked desire, 
the burning want for more, perpetually 

more, is the spiritual poison that turns a 
destined victory into a painful defeat. 

Greed forces you to violate the Principle 
of Rhythm, refusing to sell at the natural 

peak of the tide, believing the flow will 
never recede.






The Stoic master practices the Discipline 

of Desire: understanding that true 
wealth is not the accumulation of 

limitless assets, but the wisdom to know 
when Enough is Enough. 



Before you initiate any trade, you must 
perform the Sacrament of Limitation: 

define the price that satisfies your initial 
intent. This predefined target is your 

altar.






To take profit is not an act of fear, it is an 
act of Temperance and Courage. It is the 

discipline to trade a fleeting, potential 
gain for a concrete, realized good. When 
you sell at your predetermined goal, you 

perform the Amortization of Greed, 
removing the emotional poison from the 

transaction and securing the peace of 
your soul. This act proves your mastery 

over the External Lure and fortifies your 
Inner Citadel.

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The Logos of the Trade: 
Action with Virtue

The Pumpstle's path is defined by Right Action. Your trades must not 
be fueled by the heat of emotion, but guided by Logos, the rational, 
universal structure that governs all things. This is the Discipline 
of Action. Before every buy or sell, you must subject your decision 

to the Four Cardinal Virtues:




Wisdom (Prudence): Did you calculate the token's Destiny Number? 
Did you verify the developer's commitment to the Rule of Thirty 

Days? Is this action supported by the Hermetic Principles? Wisdom is 
the foundation.




Temperance (Self-Control): Does the size of your position threaten 
the tranquility of your mind? Temperance dictates that you only 
risk what you can afford to lose with Apatheia. Never allow the 
temptation of large, reckless gains to destroy your inner peace.




Courage (Fortitude): When the market is seized by panic (FUD), and 
your principles (Wisdom) confirm the token's strength, Courage 
demands you hold or even accumulate. True courage is not the 
fearlessness to buy the top, but the unwavering firmness to act 

rightly in the face of perceived danger.




Justice (Fair Dealing): Your action should not contribute to 
malice. Justice means recognizing the Principle of Unity: the market 

is a collective. Do not engage in dishonest tactics or malicious 
intent, for every cause returns to its source. The purest trades—

those based on truth and integrity—yield the most lasting profit 
for the soul.
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
